TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION 

 Every year, close to the feast of the Conversion of St. Paul on January 

25, and before the feast of the Chair of St. Peter on February 22, the cause of 

Church unity is commended to Christians everywhere. Sadly, Protestants, 

Orthodox, and Catholics have settled to a status quo of separation. When bap-

tized people become Catholic, we speak of them as being received into “full 

communion.” That means we already share a communion in faith in many 

ways, including the Word of God. Many Protestant denominations have re-

ceived and revised the three-year cycle of readings first arranged by Catholics 

in the early 1970s.

This makes for a new spirit of cooperation among 

preachers of the gospel, and gives hope that the cause of reunion, desired by 

Christ, has great vitality at the table of God’s Word, and will one day lead to

On this Sunday we return to the season of Ordinary Time.  The world is full of excuses, but we are to let noth-

ing deter us from responding to God’s call in our lives.  If there were an addendum to the Book of Ecclesiastes 

it might read:  There is a time and place for every excuse under heaven.  Actually, there is no room for this 

attitude in Ecclesiastes or in our lives.  There is no excuse that can justify our refusing to respond to God’s 

call to help build up His Kingdom on earth.  Eli realizes that the voice Samuel is hearing is God’s , and en-

courages Samuel to listen and respond.  In the second reading, we are reminded that our bodies are temples of 

the Holy Spirit and we are to act accordingly.  In the Gospel, Andrew follows Jesus at John the Baptist’s 

prompting, then brings his brother, Simon, to the Lord.  

Over the last couple of weeks we have renewed our bulletin service for another year.  Many thanks to the business’ in the area that help 

in providing this service to our parish.

It is my hope that you see a greater good in living out these ministries that will help many to overcome the fear that is so often attached to these minis-

tries.
