Third Sunday of Advent 

December 11, 2011 

Rejoice always. Pray without ceasing. 

— 1 Thessalonians 5:16 



Let us rejoice as we share the good news of the coming of Christ.  The return of Christ in glory is an article of 

our faith.  It is part of the Good News that we proclaim, and a cause for rejoicing.  During this Advent season, 

as we focus on preparing for the return of Christ, let us embrace and project to the world an attitude of joyful 

expectation, proclaiming through our words and actions the coming of Christ. 

 This season of Advent is an important time to prepare ourselves for the Birthday of Christ.  One im-

portant way that we can make ourselves ready is by receiving the Sacrament of Reconciliation.  Confession is 

not something that is easy, but nevertheless imperative to living a good spiritual life.  During  Advent we offer 

opportunities for you to be reconciled to God for the sin that you have procured in your life.  This year our Advent Communal Penance 

Service will be held on Sunday, December 18 at 7:00 PM.  As in the past, there will be several priests here at St. Patrick’s for the Sacra-

ment of Reconciliation.  I encourage you to begin preparing yourself for this important sacrament.  There will be additional times for the 

Sacrament of Reconciliation for those who are unable to attend the Communal Penance Service.  I will be available at All Saints on 

Monday, December 19 at 6:00 PM and on Wednesday, December 21 at 6:00 PM.  You may also wish to schedule an appointment for  

the Sacrament of Reconciliation at any time that is convenient for you.   

Christmas this year falls on a Sunday.  Please note that our Sunday Mass schedule will change to accommodate our Christmas 

Mass Schedule.  Our schedule for Christmas this year will be December 24 — 4:00 PM at All Saints, and 7:00 PM at St. Patrick’s.  Mass 

on Sunday, December 25 — Christmas Day will be at 9:00 AM.  This will be our only Mass on Sunday.  There will also be two collec-

tions on Christmas.  One collection for the weekend and another for Christmas.  Thank you for your generosity in these collections.  The 

Christmas Collection helps our retired priests of the diocese.  Thank you in advance for what you can do for the Retirement Fund for our 

Priests of the Diocese.

Holy Day:  Thursday, December 8 we celebrate the Feast of the 

Immaculate Conception of Mary.  This is a holy day of obligation.  

Our masses on this feast will be Thursday, December 8 at 8:30 at 

St. Patrick’s and on Wednesday December 7th at 5:00 PM at All 

Saints.   

Priest Retirement Collection:  The Diocese of Ogdensburg’s Re-

tirement Plan for Priests has long been supported in part by parish 

contribution of 60% of its annual Christmas Collection to the Plan.  

Recent actuarial projections indicate this level of support will fall 

short of keeping the Plan fully funded in the future, primarily due to 

the impact on the Plan of negative investment performance in 2008-

09.  Beginning this year, parishes will contribute 100% of their 

Christmas Collection to the diocese for support of the Plan.  Par-

ishes will no longer contribute $500 per priest as in the past.  Cur-

rently 32 retired priests, and 13 active priests age 70 and older, are 

expected to receive pension benefits of $735,000 in 2011-12.  Your 

generous contribution not only supports current retirees but will 

also help provide for the retirement needs of priests who will retire 

in the future.  Say thank you to your pastor and all priests of the 

diocese through a generous contribution to our Christmas Collec-

tion

 In 2010, while visiting a senior-care facility, our Holy 

Father Pope Benedict XVI observed:  “Indeed, the provision of 

care for the elderly should be considered not so much an act of 

generosity as the repayment of a debt of gratitude.”  Next week-

end, parishes throughout the Diocese of Ogdensburg will be taking 

up the annual collection for the Retirement Fund for Religious, an 

opportunity to honor and thank thousands of senior Catholic sis-

ters, brothers, and religious order priests for their faithful service. 

 We are all beneficiaries of the tremendous contributions 

these women and men have made to the Church.  Through hard 

work, prayer, and much sacrifice, they built our Catholic schools 

and hospitals and ministered to the neediest among us.  I’m sure 

that each of us can recall a sister or brother who made a positive 

difference in our lives. 

 Sky-rocketing health-care costs and decreased income 

make it increasingly difficult to provide necessary medication, 

nursing care, and basic services.  Aging convents and other facili-

ties pose additional challenges in terms of safety and handicap ac-

cessibility. 

 I know that this is one of numerous worthy causes in need 

of support.  Many of our neighbors and family members face finan-

cial difficulties today.  I ask you simply to give what you can to 

this annual appeal.  In thanksgiving for all that senior religious 

have given, please join me in supporting the Retirement Fund for 

Religious.  Let us continue to pray for God’s continued blessings 

on our elderly sisters, brothers, and religious priests.
